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Application Fee = $50 payable with application

Annual Fee = $850

Annual Tuition = $12,990

Payment Schedules:  

Payments may be made by check, money order, credit card, or loan program (see below)


Enrollment Deposit: $850 due at enrollment and credited toward the Annual Fee


Payment in Full $12,990 due by June 5 and paid directly to The Griffin School

Several other payment plans are available.  For those families who are not able to pay the annual tuition and fees in full, The Griffin School contracts with FACTS Tuition Management to facilitate tuition payments.  The FACTS system is based upon automatic payments, as authorized by parents, from their bank accounts to FACTS.  The automatic payment process is strictly controlled by state and federal laws to be absolutely confidential and limited to what has been authorized by the parents.  There is a one-time fee of $15 - $38 paid to FACTS for the processing of the electronic payments.

Semesterly Payments $6,495 per semester (due June 5 and November 5)


Monthly Payments $1,299 per month x 10 months (June 5 through March 5)

Tuition Loan Programs

Families who cannot commit to the payment plans above may consider applying for a loan program that supports private school tuition.  These programs offer extended re-payment terms, low monthly payments, and the ability to pay off principal payments when cash flow is strong.  The following program is available:

Tuition Assistance

As funds are available, The Griffin School provides tuition assistance to its families with financial need.  Students who receive tuition assistance also receive reduced rates for fees.  Tuition assistance is offered on a sliding scale to students who qualify based on their family/household income.  The Griffin School has contracted with FACTS Grant and Aid Assessment to determine each family’s financial need.  Those wishing to apply may do so online at www.factstuitionaid.com or get a paper application from the school.  The priority deadline for families applying for tuition assistance for the upcoming school year is March 31st. Once that deadline is past, we will continue to provide aid as available. Tuition Refund Policy

The Griffin School does not provide a refund of tuition for students who withdraw voluntarily or who are expelled for academic or disciplinary reasons.  All fees are non-refundable.
